Every fall The Junior
League of the Emerald
Coast’s Child Clothing team
offers a complete wardrobe of
shoes, socks, underwear, tops,
a jacket or fleece, and pants to
underprivileged children as
part of their annual Child
Clothing Project. The Junior
League of the Emerald Coast
helps children from low in-
come households in Walton
and Okaloosa counties with
school clothing needs. The
league has been clothing more
than 330 kids during their an-
nual shopping spree which is
a huge increase from the first
child clothing project that
clothed 35 kids in 1979. In
the 32-years since, more than
4,900 underprivileged kids
have been served. Unfortu-
nately, they are only a handful
of the nearly 7,000 Okaloosa

and Walton county children
who qualify for the free or
reduced lunch program. It
costs $125.00 to fully clothe
one child and every year The
Junior League of the Emerald
Coast tries to increase the
number of kids clothed at
their event. It means the
world for these elementary
school kids, who are treated
with food, fun, games, and
new clothes. The children are
chosen based on their fami-
ly’s income. Each student se-
lects three shirts, two pairs of
pants, socks, under garments
and a pair of tennis shoes.
The students also have craft
stations that range from face
painting to pumpkin decorat-
ing after their shopping is
complete.

The Emerald Coast Au-
burn Club will be assisting

with this year’s Project, Octo-
ber 23 and 24 from 9:00 a.m.
until noon at Target in Mary
Esther. Any time you can
spare to help during the event
is appreciated. If possible,
please arrive at 9:00 am and
stay as long as you can.

2nd Vice President: The 2nd Vice President shall
serve as the Chairman of the Membership Commit-

tee and shall server as a member ex-officio of the
Social Committee.
Secretary: The Secretary shall keep minutes of all
meetings of Members and of the Board of Directors,
shall be the custodian of the corporate records, shall
give all notices as are required by law or by these
Bylaws, shall coordinate with the Auburn Alumni
Association office to keep accurate and updated rec-
ords of Auburn students in the area, shall serve as a
member ex-officio of the Membership Committee
Treasurer: The Treasurer shall have charge and
custody of all corporate funds, shall deposit the
funds as required by the Board of Directors, shall
keep and maintain adequate and correct accounts of
the Corporation’s properties and business transac-
tions, shall render reports and accountings to the
Executive Committee as required by the Board of
Directors or Members or by law, shall serve as
Chairman of the Finance Committee

Roger Cox will serve as the Nominations Com-
mittee Chair and will have assistance from other
Board members. All positions mentioned above are
open and we earnestly ask that you reply no later
than Thursday, November 11 if you are interested
in serving the Emerald Coast Auburn Club with your
leadership skills.
